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Linking the ‘Third-person Effect Hypothesis’
and ‘the Spiral of Silence Theory’

Focusing on the Relationship
between the Third-person Perception of Public Opinion Poll Report
and the Willingness to Speak Out Publicly

In an attempt to connect two research traditions in mass
communication studies, this study examined how the third-person
perception of newspaper poll reports could mediate the process of the
spiral of silence model. Unlike Mutz's (1989) assumption of a “hostile
media phenomenon,” the third-person questions were designed within
a “bandwagon context,” asking about media influence on others in the
direction indicated in the poll reports. In the context of 1996 Korean
National Assembly Election, the newspaper poll story on the issue of
job performance of former president Kim Young Sam and the sets of
third-person questions were provided to almost half of the represented
sample chosen in Pusan and Taegu. It was expected that the
third-person perception of mediated poll reports would influence
willingness to speak out differently according to one’s initial position
on issue.

It was found that having the third-person perception of poll reports
was related to higher level of speaking out in the public sphere among
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the holders of the minority opinion, which is not supporting the
hypothesis based on the assumptions in the spiral of silence model.
The presence of a counter hypothetical finding among the holders of
the minority opinion position suggests that the respondents instant
cognitive or affective reaction when considering media influence may

be involved in the increased level of speaking out.
